Property owners, renters, and lessees need to know whether

their property is located within an Army noise zone or
Accident Potential Zone (APZ). While the installation

encourages local government and realtors to provide notifica-
tion about local Army facilities and related noise, it may be

necessary for you to collect your own information.

= Restrictive Easements—Owners and potential
buyers of property near the installation need to
conduct a title search to verify any restrictive
casements acquired by the Army.

= Noise Zones—A map of the noise zones sur-
rounding the installation is available for review at
the office. If your property
is located in a noise zone, you need to check local
zoning ordinance to determine permitted uses.
Some uses are permitted with appropriate sound
attenuation measures. [italics] See the fact sheet
titled “How does the Army assess noise and its
impacts?” for more information.

® Accident Potential Zones—Like noise zones, a
map of installation APZs is available for review at
the office.
