[image: image2.wmf]If real, it does not lose needles when tapped on the ground. 
[image: image3.wmf]You have cut 1 inch off the trunk to help with water absorption. 
[image: image4.wmf]The tree stand holds at least 1 gallon of water and is refilled at least every two days.

[image: image8.wmf]It is positioned away from floor heaters, fireplaces, and other heat sources.

[image: image11.wmf]You are using only UL-approved lights, and have linked no more than 3 strands together. 
[image: image12.wmf]You are using only indoor lights indoors, and outdoor lights outdoors. 
[image: image13.wmf]You have checked every strand for broken or cracked sockets, loose connections, or frayed wires.

[image: image17.wmf]All outdoor electrical connections are above the ground out of puddles and snow. 
[image: image18.wmf]If the tree is metallic, only spot lights are used, not strings of electrical lights.
