SECURITY OF REGULATED MEDICAL WASTE

AR 40-61, Medical Logistics Policies and Procedures, para 3.50 (e), states that Activities generating RMW are required to "maintain adequate control of all RMW to prevent unauthorized access."  While this statement is open to interpretation, common sense would indicate that a locked area would be prudent.

AR 190-51, Security of Unclassified Army Property (Sensitive and Nonsensitive), para 4.20 (b), talks about security of medically sensitive items, specifically sharps.  This regulation lists the requirement for sharps containers to be secured to the wall or in a locked room or under continuous supervision.

MEDCOM Regulation 40-35, Management of RMW, para 9.b(4) also discusses storage.  This regulation says "The main holding area for the MTF will be secured, properly identified, and kept clean and free from pests (e.g., insects, rats, and animals)."
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
