OXYGEN AND NO SMOKING WARNING SIGNS



NFPA 99, Section 8-6.4.2 addresses the need for warning signs when oxygen is administered to patients. Warning signs with "CAUTION, OXYGEN IN USE, NO SMOKING, NO OPEN FLAMES" must be posted on a wall or door leading to a patient's room unless all of the following conditions are met: 

· The medical treatment facility prohibits smoking.

· "NO SMOKING" signs are prominently (strategically) placed at all major entrances.

· Nonsmoking policies are strictly enforced. 

CGA P-1-1991 addresses the need for warning signs in oxygen storage locations. Bulk storage areas should be posted with a sign listing the name of the gas, "OXYGEN," and "NO SMOKING."
