Sexually Transmitted Disease Intervention Course

COURSE NUMBER:  6H-F9/322-F9

LENGTH:   Equivalent of  2 weeks of instruction in two phases:  Phase 1 in distance learning (CD ROM) format and Phase 2 in a one-week resident course.

DESCRIPTION:  This course prepares U.S. military enlisted, officer and Department of the Army/ Department of Defense (DA/DOD) civilian personnel in medical specialties to function as Disease Intervention Specialists in assignments that involve interviewing and counseling in STD Prevention and Control Programs

SCOPE:  Phase 1 instruction is presented in an interactive CD-ROM format and covers specific sexually transmitted diseases as well as basic concepts of interviewing and STD reporting.  Phase 2, the resident phase of the course, focuses on developing requisite skills such as conducting client histories, contact interviews and tracing, and prevention and education counseling; assessing and managing persons with STDs; and recording and reporting procedures.  

PREREQUISITES:  Phase 1 is intended for U.S. military active duty and reserve components and DA/DOD civilian personnel in a medical-related specialty, either as a prerequisite for Phase 2 enrollment or for self development.  Phase 2 is targeted to selected personnel whose actual or anticipated assignment is to serve as an interviewer/counselor in an STD Prevention and Control Program.   Applicants must have satisfactorily completed Phase 1 within 12 months prior to attending Phase 2.  Approving authority for RC personnel will coordinate with Community Health Practices Branch (see contact information at back of this booklet).  Service members in MOS 91S and nurses enrolled in 6A-F5 Principles of Military Preventive Medicine will receive priority for attendance.  

NEW DEVELOPMENTS:  6H-F9 is converting from its former 2-week resident course to the phased course with DL component as described above.   Phase 1 Distance Learning replaces correspondence subcourse MD0055, as well as 40 hours of resident instruction.  Availability of an enhanced version of Phase 1 is projected for early 2005.
