2.  SALIENT POINTS:

General:


A. An occupational health program will be established in support of the chemical surety program AR 50-6, 8-3, page 34


B. Preplacement, periodic, and termination physical examinations will be performed on all employees assigned to agent operations DA PAM 385-61, 7-4

C.  Agent specific medical surveillance guidance is provided in DA PAM 40-8, Chap 4, Table 4-1, APP B and DA PAM 40-173, Chap 4, Table 4-1, APP B 


D.  The frequency of RBC-ChE monitoring is linked to the frequency and severity of potential exposure (categories A, B, C and D).  DA PAM 40-8, Para 4-8 and APP B Para 12-15
E. The surety officer or the safety officer in coordination with the installation medical authority categorizes all personnel with any potential for exposure.  DA PAM 40-8, Para 4-2
F. Because PDI is often confidential, e-mail systems may not be used to transmit PDI. AR 50-6, 2-15a(4), page 14
Preplacement exams:


A. Preplacement, periodic and termination examinations will be performed on all employees assigned agent operations AR 40-5, 5-9; DA PAM 40-8, 4-3a; DA PAM 40-173, 4-3a

B. Any exam done within 90 days of assignment to agent areas may be accepted (must include all parameters required for agent surveillance) DA PAM 40-8, 4-3c(1)(a); DA PAM 40-173, 4-3c(1)(a)

C. A rescreening of medical records…shall be conducted whenever the records are moved to a new organization or location AR 50-6, 2-18a, page 15

D. Disqualifying factors AR 50-6, 2-9, page 9-11

E. Urinalysis screening and evaluation per AR 600-85, AR 50-6, 2-16

F. Document ability to wear respiratory PPE (use test, PFTs, etc.) DA PAM 40-173, B-1c(2); DA PAM 40-8, B1c(2)

G. Document ability to withstand heat stress and use of PPE DA PAM 40-173, B-1c(2); DA PAM 40-8, B1c(2)(b)


H. Document baseline PFTs DA PAM 40-173, B-1c(2)(a); DA PAM 40-8, B1c(2)(a)

Periodic exams:


A. Categories A & B will receive an annual examination DA PAM 40-8, B-5a; DA PAM 40-173, B-5a

B. Category C: no annual medical exam is necessary other than RBC-ChE monitoring and OH history for preceding year  DA PAM 40-8, B-6; DA PAM 40-173, B-6

C. Category D: no periodic medical exam is required DA PAM 40-8, B-7; DA PAM 40-173, B-7
Termination exams: 


A. Must be within 30 days before or after termination DA PAM 40-5, 4-5a; DA PAM 40-173, 4-5a

B. A termination exam is required for: DA PAM 40-5, 4-5c; DA PAM 40-173, 4-5c
1. Personnel in chemical surety program for >3 mos  (unless there has been 

documented evidence of exposure to H)

2. Personnel permanently disqualified or administratively terminated from the

chemical surety program


C. Copy of exam given to workers (w/ ChE) DA PAM 40-5, 4-5c

D. If a person is permanently disqualified for mental reasons, a psychiatric medical evaluation must be conducted AR 50-6, 2-22b

E. Category C personnel require no special medical exam, update exposure history DA PAM 40-8, B-10; DA PAM 40-173, B-10

F. Category D personnel no exam is required DA PAM 40-8, B-11; DA PAM 40-173, B-11
Incidental exposure exam:


A. Documents exam and opinion of exposure effect, an estimate of the exposure and the type of PPE.  DA PAM 40-8, 3-1a & 4-7b; DA PAM 40-173, 3-1a & 4-7b 

B. Records atmospheric monitoring measurements in the occupational health record using DA Form 4700 (or other appropriate form). DA PAM 40-8, 3-1c(2); DA PAM 40-173, 3-1c(2)

C. The record of exposure will include the date, #, duration, location and results of each sample and a written description of sampling and analytical methods will be recorded.  DA PAM 40-8, 3-1c(2)(a); DA PAM 40-173, 3-1c(2)(a)

C. Exposures will be reported in the Special Telegraphic Report of Selected Condition (RCS MED-16(R4)) DA PAM 40-173 3-2b(2)

D Noted in the remarks section of DA Form 3076 (OH Report) DA PAM 40-173 3-2b(3)
NOTE: The slit lamp exam was removed from periodic and termination evaluations.
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
