Deployment Toxicology Research Program Vision - Provide the research, development, test, and evaluation (RDT&E) required for environmental sentinels and new environmental health risk assessment methods, procedures, and models to support the preventive medicine services necessary to protect military operational capability before, during, and after deployments.- 


Synopsis

The document addresses research to protect defense personnel from toxic chemical hazards before, during, and after deployments.  The plan was jointly developed by the U.S. Army Center for Environmental Health Research (Provisional), the Naval Medical Research Institute, and the Air Force Research Laboratory, Human Effectiveness Directorate, Operational Toxicology Branch. 

The overarching goal in deployment toxicology is to provide commanders with timely, accurate, concise, clear, and understandable information to make operational risk management decisions.  The research and development program goal is to provide medical materiel solutions (hardware/software/information) and the science base to protect defense personnel against threats or vulnerabilities caused by environmental chemical contaminants with liaison to the nuclear, biological, and chemical community.

The program objectives are:

· conduct RDT&E to improve the health risk assessment process for operational risk management;

· leverage efforts of research partners’ information/software/hardware capabilities to provide new materiel in support of medical toxicology in the operational environment; and

· transition new models, devices, and information to the acquisition process for life-cycle management.


What Does This Mean for Military Public Health?

The following themes are common to other planning documents on our list:

· work with the research community to identify operational preventive medicine research requirements and develop solutions to these requirements; 

· preventive medicine is a comprehensive program to protect the health and environment of military personnel.  We have unique expertise at the USACHPPM in our matrixed teams of scientific and engineering disciplines

· serve as a center of excellence for the full spectrum of health promotion and preventive medicine services in managing the health of our soldiers and beneficiaries;

· assist with the development of a Joint service approach in identifying and addressing the health promotion and preventive medicine needs of commanders, especially the CINCs; and

· assist the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) Center and School and other service schools in developing solutions to address lessons learned and doctrine, training, leader development, organization, materiel, and soldiers (DTLOMS) deficiencies to meet the challenges of Joint Vision 2010. 
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
